Skyscraper from the book Photoshop Image Effects.
Create a new canvas 11x14 300ppi

Set colors to default and fill with black

Filter>add noise 29%,  check Gaussian and monochromatic

Filter>Pixelate>Crystallize set cell size between 40 and 60 

With black as the fore ground color and white the back ground color choose the gradient tool.  In the gradient preset panel select foreground to transparent and liner. Create a new layer and click on the top edge of image and drag to the center. If happy with the gradient then Merge layers by pressing control/command+E
Rotate the image clockwise Image>rotate>90CW

Filter>Stylize>Wind check wind and from the right, apply

Repeat by pressing control/command+F six or seven times.

Image>Rotate Canvas>90CCW

Filter>Sharpen>Unsharp Mask in the menu choose amount 500% the radius to 1.4pixels and threshold to 0
Edit>Fade Unsharp Mask set mode to screen and opacity to 80%

Paint in top area with black using a soft edge brush if you need to remove stray lines.

To color image: Click on the Adjustment layer button at the bottom of the layers palette. And choose Gradient Map use a premade gradient or adjust to your taste.

Crop and you have a city sky scape.

Play and have fun add new layers and other elements.
